PASTORAL MESSAGE

Reaching Out, with a Festive “Alleluia!”

Alleluia! Christ is risen! Whether this is your first time or your four-thousandth time
worshipping with us at Old St. Mary’s Catholic Church, we're glad that you're here
today. On Easter Sunday, more than on any other day of the year, we are vividly
reminded that the Body of Christ is present in our gathering. Your presence today
makes us more fully who we profess to be. Welcome!

If any of us react to Christ’s resurrection with questions or doubts, we're in good
company. In John's gospel, none of the disciples — not Mary Magdalene, nor Peter, nor
the beloved disciple, nor Thomas — initially understand what is going on. Nevertheless,
they stay in relationship with Jesus and one another as they work through their
uncertainties.

All are welcome at Old St. Mary’s Catholic Church and School, not only devout
Catholics committed to the work of justice, but also those who question some of the
Church'’s teachings and those who are unfamiliar with the teachings. Our community
is constantly, dynamically renewed by people moving into our neighborhood, making
friends here, enrolling in our school, receiving their sacraments, and growing in faith.
We journey together, living out Francis’ vision of the Church, as articulated in a speech
he gave shortly before being elected pope:

We need to avoid the spiritual sickness of a church that is wrapped up in its
own world: when a church becomes like this, it grows sick. It is true that going
out on to the street implies the risk of accidents happening, as they would to
any ordinary man or woman. But if the church stays wrapped up in itself, it will
age. And if | had to choose between a wounded church that goes out on to
the streets and a sick, withdrawn church, | would definitely choose the first one.

For 192 years, the people of Old St. Mary’s have gone out on to the streets of the Loop
and the South Loop neighborhoods to make the Catholic faith relevant and vibrant.
Through various media, we have reached out much further — engaging in service
projects in metro Chicago and beyond, inspiring the movies Going My Way (Academy
Award for Best Picture in 1944) and The Bells of St. Mary’s (the world’s highest-grossing
movie of 1945), and producing international tours and recordings. The diversity of our
community speaks to our genuine welcome of newcomers.

We warmly welcome you to join us for our liturgies, programs, and initiatives, even if
you continue to have questions about the faith. If we stay connected to one another
even as some of us explore our doubts, we, like Thomas and the other disciples in the
early days after the resurrection, will also come to a more robust faith. Please check
out the rest of the bulletin for a variety of ways to connect with us!

On behalf of everyone at Old St. Mary’s, we wish you a happy Easter. We'll intensify that
greeting by once more turning it into a statement of faith: Alleluia! Christ is risen!
