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PASTORAL MESSAGE

Celebrating the 3,275" Pentecost

So often, we speak of the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples in the Upper Room
as “The First Pentecost.” That's wrong by approximately 1,280 years.

Pentecost is the Greek name for the Jewish Feast called Shavuot in Hebrew. The Book of
Leviticus also refers to it as The Feast of Weeks. It celebrates God giving the Law to Moses
on Mount Sinai. It takes place seven weeks—a “week of weeks,” or 50 days—after Passover,
the celebration of God's deliverance of the Israelites from Egyptian slavery. On Pentecost,
Jewish people would bring their Bikkurim, or first fruits (wheat, barley, grapes, figs,
pomegranates, olives, and dc:tes), to the Jerusalem Temple for sacrifice.

Many scholars suggest that Jesus's Passion, Death, Resurrection, and Ascension
happened during a Jewish Jubilee Year. Jubilees occurred once every 50 years, when
people took a sabbatical from work. Just as every hotel room in Rome is currently booked
with pilgrims for the Holy Year 2025, there would have been Jewish pilgrims from around
the world staying in Jerusalem for the seven weeks between Passover and Shavuot during
the Jubilee Year.

Perhaps this is why the Upper Room became the home base for Jesus' disciples, when
space was at a premium in the city. There were roughly 120 disciples who had come with
Jesus from Galilee for Passover [Acts 1:5]. After the resurrection, they “were continually in
the temple praising God” [Luke 24:53]. Back in the Upper Room, the apostles were
“devoting themselves with one accord to prayer, together with some women, and Mary
the mother of Jesus, and his brothers” [Acts 1:14].

Those nine days between Jesus’ Ascension and Shavuot must have been days of
confusion and joy for the disciples. Jesus had instructed them to stay in the city until they
received the Holy Spirit, but no one knew exactly when it would happen or what exactly the
Holy Spirit was. In those days, the gospel probably began to take form as each disciple
shared his or her individual experiences of Jesus. Peter, James and John likely shared
about Jesus’ Transfiguration for the first time. Perhaps Mary revealed the circumstances
surrounding Jesus’ conception. Surely the disciples sang the psalms. Did they start to
make connections between Jesus the Good Shepherd and Psalm 23, “The Lord is my
shepherd"? Did they see their experience of the Ascension reflected in Psalm 47, “God
mounts his throne to shouts of joy”? As they awaited the Holy Spirit, did they pray with
Psalm 104, “Lord, send out your spirit and renew the face of the earth"?

Whatever they did during those nine days, the disciples were ready on Pentecost. The Holy
Spirit descended on the disciples and propelled them out into the world to proclaim the
Gospel.

On this 2,375"™ Pentecost, are we ready? What fruits of Holy Spirit do we have to offer for
the spreading of the gospel?

Lord, send out your Holy Spirit! Through the gifts that the Spirit provides us, renew the face
of the earth!
