PASTORAL MESSAGE

Hello, everyone, and thank you for welcoming me to Old St. Mary's! My name is Andrew
Nicholas Ouma, and | am studying to be a priest to serve the people of God as a Paulist
missionary. | am attending my second year of theological studies at the Catholic
University of America next Fall. This summer, | have been assigned to learn from the
Paulists and all of you here at Old St. Mary's Catholic Church, and | will be here until the
end of July.

| was born in a small village in Kenya called Asumbi. | am the fifth child of seven - three
girls and four boys - all of whom live and work in different parts of Kenya. | love classical
music and books, and | am picking up golf!

Before entering seminary, | studied Philosophy and Religious studies at the Catholic
University of Eastern Africa. | taught English at Centric Learning Academy and St. Paul's -
British School of SGo Paulo. I loved my work teaching and working with young people.

Besides working as a teacher, | volunteered for Rede Ubuntu, which seeks to provide
educational opportunities for marginalized community groups, particularly those living
in the slums (favelas). | also fed people experiencing homelessness in the streets of
Sdo Paulo through Miss@o Belém. In encountering the different conditions of suffering
and marginalization experienced by so many of our brothers and sisters whom we are
accustomed to label generically as “the poor,” | saw first-hand a lot of human
brokenness and social injustice.

| was not alien to suffering; quite the contrary. | have had a direct experience of poverty
in my own country, and yet this experience in Brazil was transformative for my spiritual
growth. As a Christian, | believe no one should feel excluded from God's love, especially
in a world that often presents wealth as the highest goal and encourages self-
centeredness.

My understanding of God has grown through ministering to the marginalized. | now
understand God as persons sharing life. The very statement “God is love” indicates a
mutual exchange of life of distinct persons. Made in the image of a triune God, | learned
that we are not autonomous individuals who measure the worth of our lives simply by
our private accomplishments. Instead, we grow into the person God wants us to be
when we share life with others. It is by forging bonds of solidarity that we live in the
image of God, the self-giving of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

The mission of the Paulist Fathers appeals to me because it involves solidarity and
reaching out to the margins of society. | believe the Church must reach out to the world
and share the life given to us by the triune God.

The Feast of the Holy Trinity challenges us to grow in our understanding of how, as a
community of faith, we can live in the image and likeness of a God who shares life with
us as a family. | look forward to joining you in this life-giving mission of sharing our faith
at Old St. Mary’s Church.
